Coaches responsibilities: 
 Coaches will adhere to the following at all times: 

1. Must uphold good sportsmanship 
2. Provide respect to all players, other coaches, referee officials, directors, and 

parents. 
3. Provide all players a positive playing experience 
4. Act on the side of safety 
5. Avoid abusive or profane language 
6. Respect and adhere to the rules of the game, policies, and procedures 
7. Refrain from the use of tobacco or alcohol at practices and games. 

 
Parents responsibilities: 
 Parents will adhere to the following at all times: 

1. Will not criticize referees, coaches, other players, or our own children openly 
or directly before, during or after matches.   

2. We will give only positive and constructive feedback to players. 
3. We will show quality of sportsmanship before, during, and after each match. 
4. We will do our best to have our kids prepared for every match by coming 

dressed appropriately for weather conditions, shinguards, and a ball. 
5. We will refrain from the use of tobacco or alcohol at practices and games. 
6. We will use appropriate language at all times. 

 
Players responsibilities: 
 Players will adhere to the following at all times: 

1. We will listen to our coach at all times. 
2. We will try to the best of our abilities to perform the activities asked of us. 
3. We will treat with respect our teammates, players of opposing teams, our 

parents, other player’s parents, our coach and opposing coaches. 
4. We will show quality of sportsmanship before, during and after each and 

every match.  We will remember to thank our coaches and referees after each 
match, regardless of the score.  

 
I, as a parent of a RSGSA player, a player, a RSGSA Director or official, or as a coach, 
understand that improper behavior or inappropriate conduct at a match may result in being asked 
to leave the field area by a referee, a RSGSA official, or a RSGSA coach.  I also understand that 
violations of the Code of Conduct will result in disciplinary action from the league, including, 
but not limited to censure, suspension, revocation of league privileges, or ejection from the 
league.
